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Rachel, from Y8 informs us about the amazing Niagara Falls in North 

America.  
Do you know how many waterfalls Niagara Falls is combined of? Or how many people visit 

the falls each year? Do you know which is the highest fall? 

The  Niagara Falls are located in the Niagara River which connects two great lakes. Lake Erie 

and Lake Ontario. They combine three different waterfalls, American Falls, Bridal Veil falls & 

Horseshoe Falls. The American falls & Bridal Veil falls is located in USA and Canadian. The 

horseshoe fall is at Canada. The Niagara River serves as an international border between the 

USA & Canada. 

Each year about 30 million people visit the falls. Niagara Falls is not the highest waterfall in the 

world. The highest waterfall is Angel Falls. Niagara Falls flows more than 168,000 cubic meters 

(6 million cubic Ft) per minute. 

If you want to visit there it is going to cost you $62 (93000 ks) per person. Niagara Falls cruise 

costs $69 (103500 ks) per person. At Night time there is a Niagara Falls light show where 

illuminations are projected on the water, there are also fireworks on Fridays. 

Is the Niagara falls interesting ? Do you want to visit there? 

Interesting Facts 

• Niagara Falls is the world’s most popular honeymoon location. 

• Fish commonly fall down over the falls but 90% survived. 

• The average household would need 7.5 years to use the amount of water that falls over 

the falls every second. 

• The Niagara Falls was created 10,000 years ago by glacial activity. 

• It is illegal to jump into the falls. You can be fined $10,000 if you survive. 

• Charles Blondin became the first man to walk a tightrope across the falls. He was 

wearing pink tights.
